Pray the Stations of the 
Cross on April 19th 2 p.m. at 

All Saints 
The Stations of the Cross are a  

14-step Catholic devotion that com-
memorates Jesus Christ's last day 

The 14 devotions focus on specific events of His 
last day, beginning with His condemnation. The 
stations are commonly used as a mini pilgrimage 
as the individual moves from station to station. 

At each station, the individual recalls and medi-
tates on a specific event from Christ's last day. 
Specific prayers are recited, then the individual 
moves to the next station until all 14 are 
complete. 

 
 
The English-speaking Mission celebrates the 
Triduum as one large community, with All 
Saints, St. Bernard's, and St. Elisabeth's each 
hosting one of the liturgies. 
 
Holy Thursday (18.04) - Mass of the Lord's Supper - 
St. Bernard's Church, 7 p.m. The faithful are invited to 
stay for a period of quiet adoration after the transfer of 
the Blessed Sacrament. 
Good Friday (19.04) - Celebration of the Lord's Pas-
sion - All Saints Church - with distribution of Holy 
Communion, at 3 p.m., preceded by the Stations of 
the Cross at 2 p.m. Opportunity for individual confes-
sions. 
Holy Saturday (20.04) - Easter Vigil Mass - St. Elisa-
beth's Church, 9 p.m. 
Easter Sunday (21.04) - Masses will be celebrated 
according to the usual Sunday schedule in each 
community.
